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Article 1
	
Purpose:
Kaohsiung Medical University (KMU or “the University”) formulates the KMU Directives Governing the Implementation of Grants for Outstanding Underprivileged and Disabled Students (“the Directives”) to reward outstanding underprivileged and disabled students who study hard and to help them complete their studies.

	Article 2
	Undergraduate students of the University (except for those in in-service programs) who meet one of the following requirements may apply:
1. Students from low-income families.
2. Students with disabilities.
3. Students whose total annual household income is NT$ 700,000 or less. The calculation of total annual household income is as follows:
 (1) Students who are single:
i. Minors: The combination of the incomes of the students and their legal representatives.
ii. Adults: The combination of the incomes of the students and their parents.
 (2) Students who are married: The combination of the incomes of the students and   
    their spouses.
 (3) Students who are divorced or widowed: The total incomes of the students 
    themselves.
 (4) If the practice of combining the incomes of applicants and their parents or legal representatives appears unfair due to the fact that their parents are divorced, have abandoned them, or have other special conditions, applicants shall specify their reasons and submit relevant documents. After review and verification by the Office of Student Affairs, the incomes of the applicants’ parents or legal representatives may be excluded from the calculation.

	Article 3
	Funding source:
Funds required by the Directives are financed by funds allocated in accordance with the Ministry of Education’s Regulations for the Collection of Tuition and Miscellaneous Fees for Junior Colleges and Above, as well as raised funds.

	Article 4
	The grants in the Directives include the following three categories. Applicants may only apply for one of them:
1. Grants for students from low-income families.
2. Grants for students with disabilities.
3. Grants for students whose total annual household income is NT$ 700,000 or less: The quota is allocated based on the proportion of income from tuition and miscellaneous fees from undergraduate students in each department (at least 1 per department). 
The prioritization of each category of grants in the preceding paragraph will be determined based on students’ academic grades. If academic grades are the same, priority will be given to students with higher conduct grades. If both academic grades and conduct grades are the same, the determination will be made by the Student Scholarships and Financial Aid Review Committee through meetings. The Student Scholarships and Financial Aid Review Committee will review the grant quota and amount (ranging from NT$ 10,000 to 20,000 per semester) based on the school’s budget for that academic year and then report to the President for approval before disbursing the grants.

	Article 5
	Application period:
Based on the announcement by the Office of Student Affairs in each semester.

	Article 6
	Applicants shall submit the following documents:
1. An application form.
2. The original academic transcript from the previous semester (the average academic grade shall be 70 or above, all subjects shall meet passing grades, and the conduct grade shall be at least 85).
3. A household registration transcript.
4. Proof of low income or disability
Overseas Chinese students who do not have household registration in Taiwan may submit proof of their overseas financial status or underprivileged certificate. The Overseas Community Affairs Council will be involved for verification if necessary.

	Article 7
	The Directives shall be passed by Student Affairs Meeting and then implemented on the date of promulgation and shall apply to subsequent amendments.
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
